Thank you for agreeing to contribute an article to the Encyclopedia of Information Security. In preparing your entry, we hope that you will find the following points useful.

The physical format of the book will be two columns, 8.5 x 11 inches. It will be indexed by Kluwer Academic Publishers, and there will be a full table of contents. Contributors (our most valuable asset!) will be acknowledged at the front of the book, as well as at the end of longer entries.

The Encyclopedia will be used as the premier reference work on information theory. It will appeal to a wide range of readers, including those in the following groups:

Technically proficient individuals who are not information security specialists. For example, researchers working in industry who need to understand one of the principles of information security;

Undergraduate or graduate students who are considering choosing information security as a specialty and wish to familiarize themselves with the field;

Information security experts who specialize in one area (e.g., encoding), but need to know more about another area (e.g., cryptosystems).

The level of reader will be at the sophomore/junior undergraduate level and above. Since this is a reference book, and not intended as a textbook, the tone should be expository rather than technical. Derivations should be kept to a minimum.

In preparing your entry, please keep in mind:

Length. You entry should be about xxx words.

Illustrations. You are encouraged to submit illustrations. The illustrations you submit should be camera-ready. For consistency in look and feel throughout the Encyclopedia, please try to use a sans serif typeface such as Ariel or Helvetica in your illustrations. If it is possible to avoid using shading, please do, as it sometimes reproduces unevenly.

Bibliographic references. One of the ways that Kluwer will promote this book is by its useful cross-referencing and bibliographic referencing. Bibliographic references should be included at the end of your entry as appropriate and available to your specific subject. They are not preferred but not required. Keep in mind that there will be no bibliography at the end of the book. 

Cross-referencing. Feel free to cross-reference other entries as necessary.

Authoring tools

LaTeX is acceptable, but not required, as an authoring tool. More details will follow regarding preparing your electronic file for your entry. Authors should highlight any terms that the index would be incomplete without.

Here are the specifications for artwork.

Line drawings:

1. Will be treated as camera-ready.

2. Will be reproduced at 100% of original size. Maximum widths are 3 inches (one column) and 6.25 inches (two columns). Maximum depth is 8 inches.

3. Labels (type) should be 8 point Helvetica or similar sans-serif font.

4. Try to avoid shading (reproduces inconsistently). If necessary, use cross-hatching.

Photographs:

1. Preferred format is hard copy, black and white. There are lots of

different standards for photography in the graphics world, so hard copy allows us maximum flexibility with our printing and e-publishing vendors.

If we keep to these basic specifications, we will be able to achieve a consistent look and feel throughout the encyclopedia. If some of the art needs special treatment or consultation, I/Kluwer can deal with those pieces on an individual basis.
